	What to do – divide or multiply?

	CLIL Activity Time
	One lesson

	Language Objectives
	Students will be able to correctly read decimals.

	Language used for communication (BICS)
	Smaller, bigger, times less, times more, increase, decrease, per, faster.

	Content Language (CALP)
	Decimals, -tenths, -hundredths, -thousandths;  multiplication, multiplier, multiplicand, product; division, dividend, divisor, quotient.

	Content Objectives
	Pupils will be able to choose an right action by key word.

	Materials / Resources used
	A4 paper sheets, text markers, handouts 1-4,  PC, projector.

	CLIL Activity - procedure
	1) Students will work in groups of 2-3 kids. Dividing students into groups. (1 min.)

2) We have to remember how to read or write decimal numbers. We watch video about decimals.  (1min.)
3) We read loud 2nd task (HANDOUT 2) (4 min.) 

4) We solve the task about division and multiplication key words (WordCloud “Key words.doc”). Pupils need to sort words in  division and  multiplication words. Students fill in the mind map (HANDOUT 4). We discuss about this task (10 min.)

5) Pupils need to underline division (one line) or multiplication (two lines) keywords and solve maths tasks (HANDOUT 3). After 13 min. we will compare the answers. (2 min.)

6) We check our success with tasks on plickers.com (about 10 min.)

7) For homework – pupils need to invent two maths problems which can be solved with those actions:

a) 13.5 : 0.3 = 45;

b) 0.75 ∙ 10 = 7.5 (about 2 min.).

If they need, I give them an example: 

3.2 ∙0.25 = 0.8; “Mother buys 3.2 kg of apples by 0.25 per kilogram. How much money does she spend?”

	Performance Assessment
	From 6th task on plickers.com. “Perfect” – if 5 right answers, “good job” – if 4-3 right answers, “need to work” – if 2-1 right answer.
