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Division

Division is a mathematical operation which involves sharing or grouping a number into equal parts.

Division is opposite operation of multiplication.

Quotient is an answer by division.

Dividend is a number to be divided by another number.

Divisor is a number by which another number is to be divided.

A number is divisible by another number if it can be divided exactly without leaving a remainder.

A number is divisible by 2 if the last digit is 0, 2, 4, 6 or 8.

A number is divisible by 5 if the last digit is 0 or 5.

A number is divisible by 10 if the last digit is 0.

A horizontal algorithm (in order to divide larger numbers) is used with a division symbol, often called the division bracket.

In order to divide numbers with division bracket, we need to do 4 steps: divide, multiply, subtract and bring next digit down. Repeat those four steps as often as necessary.
