5. In each bag we can put 8 apples. George has picked 676 apples. How many bags will he need?
6. For the school sports day, there are 369 children in teams of 7. How many teams there will be? How many children will be left over?

7. Julie needs 218 tiles for her bathroom. They are sold in boxes of 4. How many boxes does she need?

8. I have 330 chocolates. In the box we can put 24 chocolates. How many boxes do we need?
