2. Reading activity – Phaedrus, Roman Fabulist-   15 minutes, class checking included.
Read the text from the "ENCICLOPEDIA BRITANNICA"  and focus on the following points - Where he lived and when - what his social position was - reasons why he was proud of his work - authors that mentioned him in their works

3. Reading fables looking for: - characters and their positive and negative qualities.  - positive and negative behaviours    20 minutes + homework
The teacher divides the class in 4 groups and gives each group 3 different fables to consider. The fables are taken from the following list

2. The Fox and the Crow
3. The Tortoise and the Hare
4. The Lion's Share
5. The Wolf and the Crane
6. Sour Grapes
7. The Wind and The Sun
8. The Lion and the Mouse

The students will have to use their own mobiles to connect to the WIKI page created by the teacher in order to fill in the WIKI  table with adjectives that define the characters and their behaviours. LESON 3 Characters analysis – fable phases revision- modelling 60’ 
1. Homework checking and teacher’s considerations -10 minutes
The teacher focuses on the wiki filled in by the students highlights strong and week points, adds his own adjectives giving reasons why
2. Characters analysis and moral message -15 minutes
The teacher arranges the students into the same groups than the previous lesson 
Working instructions: consider the connections among actions, qualities and their consequences for each of the several fables you have read. 
Work out a list of positive and negative behaviours and moral values.
Identify for each fable the several phases.
3. Groups report to class- 20 minutes
4. Eventual class discussion and teacher’ s revision of the various acquisitions 15 minutes

	The students will have to invent a fable, in the Aesop’s style, providing information about the characters’ qualities and a final moral teaching. They will have to write and illustrate it using PowerPoint. They will upload it on their virtual class, Edmodo) for sharing and evaluation
