2. Solar System (PPT from http://www.powershow.com/view0/6be0ee-NzFkZ/Solar_System_and_Planets_for_Kindergarten_Childrens_powerpoint_ppt_presentation). Revision of the ordinal numerals and introduction of the names of the planets. Students take turns to read the information in the slides.
3. [bookmark: _GoBack]Song (https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=NfFlBzgHMWk). Students watch the video, listen to the song and fill in the information on the handout “Order the Planets”. Then they listen again to check the task. 
4. Students work in pairs to guess the riddles (a handout “Planet Riddles”). After they have completed the task, a representative of each pair reads the riddle and tells the answer.
5. Group work. Every group has got a handout with the crossword “The Solar System”.  When the students complete the tasks, they take turns to go to the Smartboard and fill in the crossword on it. All the rest check as a group.
