	You may change the order of the tasks, skip some of them or add one more (a game - https://www.turtlediary.com/game/stages-of-plant-life-cyle.html ), it depends on the time you have.
All the tasks are checked by all students (they or a teacher read the correct variants and the teams put the points for their work).
One correct variant is 1 point (apart from the video task – 3 points for a question- as the language is pretty difficult for their level). A teacher can score the points on the board for the teams to see their progress.
Students can take turns to play the game or the team who are the first to know the answer can go to the board. The also get one point for each correct variant.
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
