	CLIL Activity - procedure
	Warming up (5 min.)
Associations. Ask pupils to tell their associations when they hear the word Brazil. Pupils can do this task in small groups or individually. Also you can suggest them drawing pitures, then tell the class.
Activity 1 Quick quiz about Brazil.(10 min.)
Provide  pupils with a Worksheet and Atlas.  Pupils can do this task individually or in pairs. They answer questions using Atlas. Then ask pupils to compare answers with another pair. 
Activity 2 Asking and answering questions. (10 min.)
Pupils write own questions about geography of Brazil. The can use the map for geographical notions. Then pupils ask questions one by one. Who guesses the answer reads own question.  
Activity 3 Reading and colouring the flag (10 min.)
Ask pupils to read the description of the flag. Check if pupils understand the names of shapes, explain their meaning by showing pictures, drawing on the board or miming. Suggest writing the unknown words in the vocabulary. Then pupils colour the flag. 
Activity 4 Symbols of flag ( 5 min.)
Ask pupils to name the main symbols of flag (rhombus, circle, green rectangle), then pupils find the meaning of these symbols. Ask them to draw the symbols on the handout and their meaning in short. Check with the whole class.
Activity 5 Matching task (5 min.)
Give pupils a set of pictures and descriptions. (Handout 1) Pupils read the descriptions of places and match them to the pictures. The teacher monitors the class and helps if pupils have any problems with understanding the text. 
Activity 6 Speaking. Role –play (15 min.)
Arrange pupils in pairs ask to share roles a tourist and a guide. Pupils choose at least three objects they want to show their classmates. Motivate the pupils to give a short description of this place and say why it is worth visiting. Then pupils can present their dialogues to classmates.
 

	Performance Assessment
	Task 6 can be suggested as an assessment activity. Pupils produce the dialogue but the other pupils can vote for the best dialogue. Discuss the criteria of the best dialogue beforehand.  


	TEACHER´S NOTES

	Caimans in the Pantanal

Crocodilian caimans are a ubiquitous presence in the Pantanal, a wetland that lies primarily in Brazil. Ten million caimans crowd Pantanal waters, so many that their numbers stayed healthy even when poachers claimed perhaps a million a year in the 1980s. One of the world's greatest cataracts shatters the Iguazu River between Argentina and Brazil. The legend says that a deity planned to marry an aborigine woman, but when she fled with her lover in a canoe down the Iguazu, the angry god sliced the river and damned the lovers to an eternal fall.
