	CLIL Activity - procedure
	Warm up (5 min.)

Ask: What do you know about Asia from the geography lesson? 

Elicit information from the class as many relevant ideas as possible. 

Ask: What landforms do you know? Elicit the information and write words on the board.

Activity 1 (5 min.)
Students label the pictures with the words from the box. Explain the new words. Encourage the pupils to find the examples of deserts, plains, peninsulas, plateaus, archipelagos, rugged mountains.

Answers:

1  archipelagos, 2 rugged mountains, 4 desert, 3  plain, 5 peninsula,6 plateau,

Activity 2 (15 min.)
Arrange pupils in pairs or small groups. Ask pupils to read the sentences about Asia and predict the missed information. Help with the understanding the text.

Activity 3 ( 5 min.)

Activity 4 (10 min.)

Encourage pupils to guess the riddles. Ask pupils to read the coordinates, find the island on the map and write on the answer sheet.

Check answers with class.

Activity 6 (10 min.)
Pupils work with a map. They choose the island and write geographical coordinates. Explain that they should look at the central part of an island. Then they read the coordinates to a classmate and ask him / her to guess.

In the west, Asia is bordered by Europe, the eastern coastline of the Mediterranean Sea, as well by the Sea of Marmara, the Bosporus Strait, the Black Sea and the Caspian Sea.
In the east, Asia is bordered by the Pacific Ocean, and an almost endless stretch of bays and seas.

The Arctic Ocean and a handful of seas front the northern border, while the Bering Sea separates Asia from North America. In the southwest the Red Sea and isthmus of Suez separate the continent from Africa.

The Indian Ocean fronts most of Asia's southern borders, along with a series of bays, gulfs and seas, as well as extensive chains of both inhabited and uninhabited islands.
