	CLIL Activity - procedure
	1. Introduction (Lesson objectives) 
2. Revision of domestic animals and pets (PPT1)
3. Dumb show. Students take turns to go to the front of the class and show some animal not saying a sound. The rest of the class have to guess the animal. The student who names the animal correctly goes the next.
4. What animals can we see in the zoo? (PPT2)
5. Handout “ZOO”. Students name the animals they see and then colour them.
6. Song “The Monkey” (students sing together with the teacher and show the movements)
7. Model of an elephant. (Handout)  Students cut out the model of the elephant. The hole in the centre is for the finger – it’s a trunk. 
8. Evaluation of the lesson. (Did you like the lesson?)

	TEACHER´S NOTES

	For the lesson students need scissors, coloured pencils.
If there is some time left (when the models of elephants are ready), students can act out the dialogues: - Hello!
· Hello!
· Who are you?
· I’m an elephant. And you?
· I’m an elephant, too. (greet each other with their trunks-fingers)
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
