	CLIL Activity Time
	40 minutes

	Language Objectives
	1. Students will revise plant parts and their functions;
2. Students will get acquainted with the photosybthesis process

	Language used for communication (BICS)
	1. Hello!
2. Who is absent today?
3. What did we speak with you about last time?
4. What’s the English for…?, etc.

	Content Language (CALP)
	Root, stem, leaf, flower, photosynthesis, carbon dioxide, nutrition, seeds, soil

	Content Objectives
	1. Students will revise the plant parts functions;
2. Students will learn the idea of photosynthesis process. 

	Materials / Resources used
	handouts, books and activity books „All About Plants“ (Oxford Unoversity Press), Smart Board, Internet resources, PPT presetation

	CLIL Activity - procedure
	1. Introduction (Lesson objectives) (PPT – 1st slide)
2. Revision of 7 life processes that characterize all living things in general and plants in particular: breathing, nutrition, growth, reproduction, excretion, death.
3. Revision of the parts of the plants (PPT – 2nd slide).
4. But why do flowers need all these parts? Reading of the text in the books at page 8. (Books)
5. Group work (books are closed – the task is based on the text). Every group has 6 small piles of slips of paper.  The task is to make 6 sentences of these slips. A capital (big) letter means  the first word of the sentence and a dot – the end of the sentence. 
6. Checking the task. Students read the sentence beginning with the article “A”. (PPT) Is it “true” or “false”? Now the sentence beginning with the word “hold” (PPT). Is it T or F?  Now the sentence with the word  “minerals” (PPT). T or F? The sentence with the word “stems” (PPT). T or F? The sentence with the word “supports” (PPT). T or F? The sentence with the word “New” (PPT). T or F?
7. And so. Plants are the only living things that produce food for themselves. It means they don’t get it somewhere. The question is: How do they do it? What do they need to produce food? (sunlight, water, carbon dioxide) (PPT the next 3 slides)
8. Now the task is to remember photosynthetis  formula from the Biology lesson. Group work.
9. Now one student from each team is invited to the front of the class. They choose three pieces of paper,  the three teams work all together to make a big formula of photosynthesis on the wall. They stick the words on the wall in the correct order.
10.  Song. https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=tSHmwIZ9FNw
11. Revision of the vocabulary. Students write on the board the words and phrases they remember from the lesson: plant parts……., plant nutrition ….
12.  Lesson evaluation. When students leave the classroom they stick the smiles in the column which is correct for them. (on the board “I liked the lesson” “ I didn’t like the lesson”)
